Uniform Policy



Ratified by Governing Body : September 2025 
Review date : September 2026 

It is important for our pupils to learn to present themselves appropriately. A neat and tidy school uniform helps our pupils understand the importance of presentation and helps them develop their self-esteem and confidence. Defford-cum-Besford CE First School endeavours to maintain a high standard in matters of dress code and personal appearance for all pupils in the school and it is expected at all times as it represents the standards set by our school for our pupils. 

Pupils’ Appearance 

Parents should ensure that pupils comply with these standards in matters of general appearance, dress and hairstyles at all times during the school term. The school uniform is to be worn by all pupils on all school days unless parents for notified in advance of a change. On days when PE is taught, pupils will change into their PE uniform. It is understandable that from time to time a pupil may come to school without the correct uniform due to unforeseen circumstances. In this case, the pupil should bring a written note or the parent should speak to the class teacher or office explaining the reason for not having correct uniform. 
The school will contact parents of pupils who repeatably bring incorrect uniform to school. 

School Uniform 

The uniform is clearly linked to suppliers on the school website where branded uniform can be purchased. Most uniform can be bought from other sources but parents should refer to the website to ensure the colour matches. 

Boys 
Navy blue jumper (required) bearing school logo (optional) 
Sky blue polo shirt (required) bearing school logo (optional) 
Grey shorts or trousers (required) 
Grey socks (required) 
Black shoes – NOT trainers or boots (required) 

Girls 
Navy blue jumper or cardigan (required) bearing school logo (optional) 
Sky blue polo shirt (required)  bearing school logo (optional)
Grey skirt, pinafore, shorts or trousers (required) 
Grey socks or tights (required) 
Black shoes – NOT trainers or boots (required) 
During the summer term and the first half of the autumn term, girls may wear a blue and white chequered dress with white socks. 

PE 
Navy blue t-shirt (required) bearing school logo (optional) 
Navy blue shorts (required) 
White training socks (optional) 
Trainers (required) 
Plain blue tracksuit (optional) 
Forest School 
All forest school clothes should be expected to get muddy. It is advisable to have multiple layers during winter months and a spare pair of socks. There is no specification on clothing colour during forest school. 
Long sleeved top (required) 
Trousers (required) 
Waterproof over-trousers (required) 
Wellington boots or walking boots – NOT trainers (required) 

Other considerations 
All uniform should be clearly labelled with the pupils’ name. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]It is preferred that children at Defford-cum-Besford CE First School do not have their ears pierced or remove their earrings before school. However, a single studded earing may be worn in each ear. But these must be removed by the pupil for PE lessons or the pupil must be provided with surgical tape to cover them during these times. 
Unorthodox or unusual hairstyles, including artificial hair colour, are not allowed. Hair should be a single natural hair colour, and without any shaved patterns. Hair must be kept out of eyes at all times and long hair must be tied back
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
